Fortunately, the aversion to bullfighting is rising in all bullfighting countries. On the other hand, many tourists still visit bullrings to see a bullfight. Mostly, they don't know how cruel bullfighting really is, because in their own country, they have only seen 'innocent' images of bullfights: matadors in their shiny outfits, bulls that are not severely wounded, etc. Many companies and media don't show the bloody truth, causing people to be curious about bullfighting and being convinced that the suffering of the bulls is not that bad. Once they are in a bullring, most of the tourists are horrified by what the tortured bulls and horses have to endure and they leave the bullring after the death of the first bull. By buying a ticket, they made sure the bullfighting industry is able to continue torturing and killing innocent animals. 
With the help of the media, the public and companies, we can stop bullfighting. When the media and companies don’t promote bullfighting and blood fiestas (like the Running of the Bulls in Pamplona) anymore, less tourists will visit the bullrings, so the bullfighting industry will lose money. Then, tens of thousands of bulls and hundreds of horses will be saved every year. So please, stop promoting bullfights and/or blood fiestas!
